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Photographer Permission Form

To assist in the promotion of your forthcoming book, UNC Press marketing requests that you provide a “headshot” portrait photograph of yourself. Please send us a recent, high quality, hi-res color digital image, that’s at least 7 MB (equivalent to approximately 5" x 6" 300 DPI).  If you send your photograph as an email attachment, please ensure that your email provider does not compress the image.

Please provide a photograph (a close-up headshot is preferred) which is not formally staged, and with a simple background that’s not competing with your portrait. Avoid heavy patterns with clothing/accessories. If you’re taking a photograph on a recent vintage smartphone, please make sure you send the highest resolution of the image, and to use a tripod or equivalent item to stabilize the phone. And, if you are affiliated with a college or university, your news/communications bureau may be able to take your photograph for free or a nominal fee. 

If you are unable or do not wish to send a photograph, note this on the enclosed marketing questionnaire. We do not automatically use an author photo on book jackets but frequently use them for digital marketing and publicity; award submissions, when required; and, occasionally in our catalog.

It is essential that we are granted permission from the photographer for the potential uses listed above, and that they sign the release below—even if the photographer is a friend or family member or has given you verbal permission. Please include the photographer's credit in either the body of the email or as a text attachment, as well as returning the signed permission form.
